Actualizarea normelor TV in 2009: Comisia indeamna
statele membre la flexibilitate

Dupa un an de la intrarea in vigoare a noii directive europene menite sa
liberalizeze normele TV si sa inlature restrictiile depasite si birocratice cu
privire la serviciile de televiziune digitala pe internet, de video la cerere si de
televiziune mobila din Europa, statele membre ale UE au inregistrat putine
progrese in adaptarea normelor nationale. Doar Roménia a implementat
complet noile norme europene cu privire la mijloacele audiovizuale, care au
intrat in vigoare la 19 decembrie 2007 (I1P/07/1809). Directiva UE a serviciilor
media audiovizuale, adoptata de Parlamentul European si de Consiliul UE al
Minigtrilor in urma unei propuneri inaintate de Comisie (IP/05/1573), a adaptat
vechile norme UE privind serviciile de televiziune traditionale pentru a tine
seama de era digitala si de noua generatie de servicii TV. Celelalte 26 de
state membre implementeaza in prezent in legislatia nationald normele
modernizate pentru sectorul audiovizual european. Ele trebuie sa faca acest
lucru péna in decembrie 2009. Pana atunci, UE ar trebui sa aiba o piata unica
pentru toate serviciile media audiovizuale, oferind intreprinderilor certitudine
juridica gi telespectatorilor programe mai variate si de mai buna calitate.

»Noile norme europene reprezintd o ocazie de a crea o piatd unicad pentru era
digitala, de aceea indemn statele membre sé& le instituie intr-un mod rapid si flexibil
pentru ca producatorii TV, posturile de televiziune si telespectatorii s& beneficieze de
ele cat mai repede posibil”, a afirmat Viviane Reding, comisarul UE pentru societatea
informationald si media. ,Am actualizat normele europene privind serviciile de
televiziune datoritd tehnologiei care evolueazd rapid si a nevoii de a ameliora
competitivitatea sectorului audiovizual european. Pentru statele membre, acest fapt
reprezintd sansa de a indepaérta restrictiile depasite, de a consolida coreglementarea
si autoreglementarea, mai ales in domeniul publicitdti, de a reafirma dreptul la
informare si de a promova calitatea si diversitatea. Cu toate acestea, ma ingrijoreazé
faptul ca unele state membre par sé utilizeze noile norme ca o scuza pentru a spori
birocratia. Am creat o mai bunéa reglementare la nivel european si ma astept ca
statele membre sé faca acelasi lucru la nivel national.”

La mijlocul termenului de doi ani acordat statelor membre pentru punerea in aplicare
a noilor norme TV europene si a serviciilor TV, cum ar fi cele de video la cerere si de
televiziune mobila, doar Roménia a implementat deja complet directiva serviciilor
media audiovizuale n legislatia nationala (pentru situatia tuturor celor 27 de state
membre, a se vedea anexa).



La 25 noiembrie, Roménia a adoptat o noua ordonantd de urgentd pentru
modificarea Legii audiovizualului din 2002 pentru a pune Tn practica schimbarile
aduse de noua directiva UE. Roménia a utilizat toate optiunile privind liberalizarea
oferite de directiva, inclusiv plasarea de produse. Comisia va verifica daca aceste
modificari implementeaza complet directiva UE din 2007, de indata ce acestea fi vor
fi notificate oficial.

Celelalte 26 de state membre ale UE, precum si statele membre ale Spatiului
Economic European (Islanda, Norvegia si Liechtenstein) si tarile candidate (Croatia,
Fosta Republicad lugoslava a Macedoniei si Turcia) sunt incé in plin proces de
implementare a noilor norme. Progresul este insa lent in multe state membre: unele
guverne nu au organizat inca consultari publice cu privire la modul in care normele
UE vor functiona in tara lor (Danemarca, Germania, ltalia, Slovenia, Slovacia si
Spania). in unele state membre, proiectele noilor norme sunt gata pentru procedurile
parlamentare care vor demara inca de la inceputul anului viitor (Belgia, Republica
Ceha, Finlanda, Irlanda, Letonia, Tarile de Jos si Portugalia).

Luxemburg a afirmat ca a implementat deja o parte din noile norme, mai ales pe
cele cu privire la publicitate. Austria va face acelasi lucru in ianuarie. in Franta, un
proiect de lege a fost inaintat Adunarii Nationale luna trecuta. Legea revizuita ar
putea fi adoptatda de ambele camere ale Parlamentului francez la inceputul anului
viitor. Proiectul de lege francez acorda autoritatii independente de reglementare
(Conseil Supérieur de I'Audiovisuel) puterea de a reglementa plasarea de produse.

Noile norme europene faciliteaza accesul producatorilor si al furnizorilor de programe
TV la finantarea din noi forme de publicitate audiovizuala, cum ar fi publicitatea pe
ecran partajat (split screen) sau plasarea de produse, care sunt permise in toate
programele, cu exceptia stirilor, a filmelor documentare si a programelor pentru copii.
Posturile de televiziune pot intrerupe programele mai usor datorita suprimarii normei
care impunea o perioada de douazeci de minute intre pauzele publicitare. Noile
norme UE vizeaza consolidarea sectorului TV si a sectorului audiovizual european
prin reducerea reglementarilor si crearea unor conditii echitabile pentru serviciile
media audiovizuale ,fara frontiere”.

Context

La 13 decembrie 2005, Comisia a propus revizuirea directivei ,Televiziune fara
frontiere” pentru a o adapta la evolutile tehnologice si de piata semnificative din
domeniul serviciilor audiovizuale (IP/05/1573, MEMO/06/208). La 9 martie 2007,
Comisia a adoptat o propunere actualizata de proiect de directiva modernizata in
domeniul serviciilor media audiovizuale (IP/07/311) pentru a facilita obtinerea din
timp a acestui acord intre Parlamentul European si Consiliu, la a doua lectura
(MEMO/07/206). Parlamentul European a aprobat pozitia comuna a Consiliului si
directiva a intrat in vigoare la 18 decembrie 2007.
